New York's $7B+ Unemployment Insurance Fund Deficit: What it Means for Your Business

New York’s Unemployment Insurance (Ul) Fund owes nearly $8 billion to the federal government. This debt is the result of funds that were

borrowed to pay benefits at the height of the COVID-19 pandemic. At its peak, New York owed more than $10 billion to the federal
government for unemployment insurance payments.

While New York has made some headway on repayment, all but six states have fully repaid their loans. Many states chose
to use some of their federal pandemic relief funds to pay down their debts, but New York has, thus far, decided not to take
this approach. Instead, businesses across New York received bills for an unemployment insurance premium surcharge
in August, and it’s possible there will be future surcharges, as well. CenterState CEO continues to worlk with
Governor Hochul’s administration and with members of the state Legislature to encourage them to find a
solution to ease this burden on New York businesses.

Committee meeting with New York State Business Council Vice President Ken Pokalsky. During the conversation,
Pokalsky presented detailed information on New York’s Ul fund deficit and what business owners can anticipate in the future. The full

State Public Safety UAS Summit, a two-day uncrewed aircraft
systems (UAS or drone) summit for New York state public safety
officials. The UAS Summit attracted more than 150 officials who
received updates on the latest drone regulations pertinent to
first responders and witnessed live demonstrations of the latest
UAS technology and services designed specifically to help public
safety operations.

Day one at the State Preparedness Training Center (SPTC) in
Oriskany, New York, provided opportunities for learning and

sharing best practices for drone operations in various public

safety situations. Mike O’Shea, program manager and public

safety liaison for the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
shared a presentation on the latest UAS policies and regulations. NUAIR CEO Ken Stewart followed with an update on NUAIR’s NYFLY
program, which provides continuous training to New York state agencies and has helped more than 70 agencies implement their drone
programs. Participants also learned the latest on counter UAS — technologies and services developed strictly to help agencies defend
community assets and its people against the nefarious use of drones.
